• YOU ARE AT LEAST 17 YRS OF AGE 
• YOU WILL BE A RESIDENT OF THE STATE AND COUNTY 30 DAYS BEFORE THE ELECTION 
• YOU ARE NOT SERVING A SENTENCE OF INCARCERATION AS THE RESULT OF A CONVICTION OF ANY 

INDICTABLE OFFENSE UNDER THE LAWS OF THIS OF ANOTHER STATE OF THE UNITED STATES
